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Development Strategy of University History Museum Construction under the Back-
ground of Education Power Planning Outline-Taking Guangdong Private Colleges as

an Example
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Abstract

In January 2025, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council issued the “Outline
for Building a Strong Education Nation (2024-2035)”, which clearly outlines the goal of establishing China as an
education powerhouse by 2035, providing a clear direction for higher education development. As one of the key
platforms for universities to fulfill their four fundamental functions—talent cultivation, scientific research, social
services, and cultural heritage innovation—university history museums should align with the era’s demands for
achieving educational modernization, emphasizing the “three attributes” of education (political, people-oriented,
and strategic). Private universities, as an important component of higher education with institutional advantages,
should play a leading role. Guangdong, as a pioneer in reform and opening-up and a major province in private
education, should set an example. This article takes private universities in Guangdong as a case study to explore
strategies for developing university history museums, including clarifying their new contemporary positioning,
motivating private universities to build first-class history museums, and integrating them into the public service

system, aiming to make new contributions to building a strong education nation.
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
