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Ideological and Political Education in the Curriculum of Short-term Transnational

Study Tours in Higher Education
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Abstract

When Chinese universities carry out short-term transnational study tour education, they should integrate
professional teaching with ideological and political education, so as to form a synergistic effect, ensure the
effectiveness of study tours, and adapt to the special context of cross-border and cross-cultural communication.
In light of the inherent characteristics of transnational study tour education, ideological and political education
in the curriculum should be implemented in every link of study tour activities, relevant teacher training should
be strengthened, and attention should be paid to the implementation methods. When designing specific paths for
integrating ideological and political education in the curriculum into short-term transnational study tour education,
universities should uphold a correct stance on foreign exchanges, strictly select relevant staff, provide sufficient
pre-departure education, and fully implement ideological and political education in all teaching-oriented activities

of study tour education.
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
