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Course-based Ideological and Political Education in the Automotive Theory Course
for Automotive Engineering in Applied Undergraduate Institutions Based on the OBE
Concept
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Abstract

Against the backdrop of applied undergraduate universities deepening industry-education integration and focusing
on cultivating high-quality applied talents, «Automotive Theory» —a core course in the Vehicle Engineering
major—tfaces the practical dilemma of a disconnect between technical application skills and vocational value
guidance. Based on the Outcome-Based Education (OBE) philosophy and targeting the "pragmatic and skill-
oriented" learning characteristics of applied undergraduate students, this paper constructs a three-dimensional
course ideological and political teaching reform framework comprising "objective restructuring—content
optimization—evaluation innovation." By deeply embedding ideological and political elements such as
engineering ethics, craftsmanship spirit, and national and familial devotion into the entire process of professional
knowledge impartation and practical skill training, it forms an operable and scalable "three-dimensional
integration" educational model. Teaching practice demonstrates that this model effectively enhances students'
professional identity, sense of vocational responsibility, and comprehensive application capabilities, providing
valuable reference for the ideological and political construction of engineering major courses in applied

undergraduate universities.
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
